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Response from Larry Pealow – Candidate for Ward 2 Councillor – Addington Highlands
Thank you for this opportunity to respond to your questions.

 

#1.       My name is Larry Pealow, I along with my wife Carol, own the Pine Grove Motel in Northbrook.  I am  chairman of the Addington Highlands Economic Advisors for Development (AHEAD) committee, and Secretary-Treasurer of the Land O' Lakes Tourist Association.    I chose to run for councillor in Ward 2 because I believe that being on these different committees, gives me a better insight into what needs to be done to improve Addington Highlands in all aspects.   Also, I was asked to run by several people whose opinions I respect.

 

#2.        I must admit I have not reviewed the Official Plan, nor the Bylaws contained therein.  I feel that until I am elected to council....There is not much point in knowing what the Official Plan contains.  It would be like studying for an AZ license and not being hired as a truck driver.  However, if elected , I will become familiar with the Plan and vote to maintain a high level of service and accessibility to the residents of the  Weslemkoon area.   As far as compliance to the Plan it would be enforced by the Township Bylaw Officer.  Please do not forget.....If a Bylaw proves to be too much of a hardship for those involved....It may be rescinded.

 

 

#3.     Enviromental issues are important to us all.  For far too many years  the practice of improper disposal of waste and  poorly designed septic system installations have done much to harm our environment.   Especially, the sensitive areas around lakes, rivers and wetlands.   We are now paying the price.   It would be wonderful if everybody sorted out ALL their recyclables and put them in the appropriate receptacles.     But, unfortunately, that is not the case.  Steps must be taken NOW in order for our children and grandchildren to enjoy this beautiful area.

Specifically,   septic systems, holding tanks, etc. must be built to modern codes.  "Grey Water" lines into the lake should be banned, and fines imposed.  Better incentives for people to recycle, such as monetary rewards (Tax Breaks, Free bag tags included with the tax bill, etc.) for those who make the effort to reduce garbage going into our landfill sites.

 

#4.     Waterfront ratepayers are paying too much for taxes.  This is due to MPAC assessments in recent years.  There are two ways to reduce  taxes; Appeal your assessment or the township can lower the mil. rate....I intend to look into lowering the mil. rate for all....residential and commercial.  This is my number one priority.

 

#5.     Due to the unique location of the Weslemkoon area in Addington Highlands, Fire Protection is a challenge.  However, I believe there is an agreement between AH and Tudor-Cashel for their Fire Department to respond to maintained road accessible properties.   I would vote for a plan which called for the LWCA, Addington Highlands  and Tudor-Cashel to share the cost equally, to purchase the equipment residents needed to fight fires, and house it in a suitable existing building near Weslemkoon Lake.  The residents  using the equipment would have to be trained by either AH or Tudor-Cashel Fire Depts. in its use on a yearly basis. Liability insurance (theft, breakage, misuse, injury etc.) would be the responsibility of LWCA.

Dear Dan,

Thank you for your interest in the Municipal Election in Addington Highlands, and giving me an opportunity to introduce myself to the residents of Weslemkoon.   As you know, I visited your Lake last week and had the opportunity to talk to some of the residents there. 

I am also a Lake front Resident, so appreciate fully your concerns.  I am encouraged by your queries, and want to continue working with your Waterfront Association.  

As the incumbent, I bring to your council, three years of experience.  I am the Chair of the Roads Committee, and sit on the Library Board and the Waste Management Committee.  We are proud of meeting our objectives in bringing Addington Highlands an official plan which with dedicated hard work has been finalized.   I support strict compliance with the Bylaws of this Official Plan that will be enforced by the  bylaw and building inspector. 

There will not be any further release of land on Westlemkoon Lake. I am strongly committed to investigation of waste site feasibility. Each of us must be personally responsible for encouraging better recycling methods, and working with our neighbours to achieve this.

We must continue to dialgue with the Federal and Provincial Governments to minimize the effects of downloading to our community.   Organizations like WRAFT (Waterfront Ratepayers After Fair Taxation)  and the Provincial Ombudsman ARE making a difference.   Because of their efforts there is a moratorium on rate increases for two years.  My  message to you is to send letters continually to the MPP in the municipality where you have your permanent residence and tell them the story of your tax increase and how it is hurting you.  I hope that Weslemkoon is a member of WRAFT.  As far as the setting of the mill rate, I am committed to minimal tax increase by continually examining operational cost savings in this township.

I am happy to inform you that an agreement has been reached with the township of Tudor Cashel that will afford the residents of Weslemkoon Lake improved fire protection.
